PLANNING AND ZONING

Mr. Veryl Morrell, Land Use Administrator; Mr. Bill Goebel, Land Use Specialist; and Mr. Scott Salsbury; Land Use/Natural Resource Planner, presented the following items to the Board.

WHEREAS, Gary Fitzsimmons, owner of the following real estate in the County of Blue Earth, Minnesota, to wit:

The East Half of the Northeast Quarter of Section 2, Lyra Township, T 106 N R 27 W.

and Kelly Halvorson have applied for a Conditional Use Permit to Transfer a Residential Development Right from the Southeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter Section 2, Lyra Township to Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section 2, Lyra Township for the purpose of adding a building site to a quarter-quarter section with an existing residence; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Agency of the County has completed a review of the application and made a report pertaining to said request (PC 36-02 ), a copy of said report has been presented to the County Board; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 4th day of September, 2002, following proper notice, held a public hearing regarding the request and, following the hearing, adopted a recommendation that the request for a Conditional Use Permit be granted; and

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds that:

That the Conditional Use Permit conforms with the County Land Use Plan.

2.
That the Conditional Use Permit will not degrade the water quality of the County.      

3.
That the Conditional Use Permit will not adversely increase the quantity of water runoff.

4.
That soil conditions are adequate to accommodate the Transfer of Development Rights.

5.
That the Conditional Use Permit does not create a potential pollution hazard.

The West Half of the Southwest Quarter, Section 22, T. 108 N. - R. 29 W. 

have applied for a Conditional Use Permit to construct two total confinement swine barns creating a new feedlot in an A, Agriculture Zoning District; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Agency of the County has completed a review of the application and made a report pertaining to said request (PC-38-02 ), a copy of said report has been presented to the County Board; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 4th  day of September, 2002, following proper notice, held a public hearing regarding the request and, following the hearing, adopted a recommendation that the request for a Conditional Use Permit be granted; and

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds that:

1.
That with proper management of the proposed barns and with proper manure application, the Conditional Use should not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity designated for agricultural uses.

2.
That with proper management of the proposed barns and with proper manure application, this facility should not constitute a pollution problem.

3.
That the predominant use in the area is agriculture. The Conditional Use should not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for agricultural uses.

4.
Adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or will be provided. 

5.
Adequate measures will be taken to provide sufficient off-road parking and loading space to serve the proposed use. 

6.
Soil conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed request.

7.
Proper facilities will be provided which will eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

8.
The feedlot is not greater than the feedlot standards allowed in the A, Agricultural Zoning District.

The proposed use is consistent with the County Land Use Plan.

That the proposed use does not include residential development.

That the proposed use does not include industrial development.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request for a Conditional Use Permit, to build two total confinement swine barns in an Agriculture Zoning District, is granted with the following conditions:
4. That the total confinement barns, conform with the site plan attached to this report PC 38-02.

2.
That the feedlot, including all buildings and the proposed barns, be located on a single, 
legally described parcel consisting of a minimum of ten contiguous acres.  The parcel 
shall be a parcel of record, properly recorded in the Blue Earth County Land Records 
Office.

4. That the applicant must obtain a Blue Earth County Feedlot Permit and a Construction Short Form Permit before any animals are placed in the barns.

4. That the applicant obtain a Blue Earth County Construction Permit before building begins and within one year from the date the County Board of Commissioners approves the Conditional Use Permit.  The permit shall be rendered invalid if application for a Construction Permit is not made within this one year period. Time extensions for Conditional Use Permits must be obtained from the County Board of Commissioners subsequent to a public hearing conducted by the Planning Commission.

5. That the applicant obtain a Department of Natural Resources, “Waters Appropriations Permit” before any animals are placed in the proposed barns.

6. That a perimeter footing drain tile be located at or below the bottom of the pit footings. The footing tile shall include one inspection pipe for each concrete pit. The native materials must be excavated and walls back filled with granular material (pit run gravel or equivalent).

7. That application of manure be on the land documented in the aerial photos included in the State of Minnesota Application for Construction and Operation of an animal feedlot. The application of manure shall comply with standards set forth in Attachment A-1, Manure Management Summary and Attachment A-4, Manure Application Setbacks, as contained in staff report PC 38-02.

8. That the disposal of dead animals be consistent with the Minnesota Board of Animal Health regulations.

9. That the applicant provide an enclosed location for the pick up of dead animals before any animals are placed in the proposed barns.

10. That adequate measures be taken to minimize or control offensive odor, fumes, dust, noise, or vibrations so that none of these will constitute a nuisance.

11.      That all manure storage structures must be designed by a registered engineer.  A copy of the designed plans must be submitted to Blue Earth County Environmental Services prior to the issuance of a construction permit.

12.       That the applicant will furnish an as-built plan report to Environmental Services verifying that the concrete manure storage structure was constructed per approved engineered design plan.  Said as-built report shall be signed by a professional engineer registered in the State of Minnesota and will include the following: photographic documentation of reinforcing steel placement, collection of three sample concrete cylinders to be retained by the engineer / landowner for concrete compressive strength testing, and three batch tickets documenting the concrete design.

13. That the applicant obtain and submit a manure management plan, meeting Minnesota Pollution Control Agency specifications, prior to the issuance of a County Feedlot Permit.  Any changes in management of the feedlot, soil tests, or manure nutrient management, must be reflected in an updated manure management plan as required by the M.P.C.A.

That with proper erosion control measures, the soil conditions are adequate to accommodate the proposed use. 

5.
That the proposed use does not create a potential pollution hazard. 

6.
That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided.

7.
That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide sufficient off-street parking and loading space to serve the proposed land use.

8.
That facilities are provided to eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may result from the proposed use.

That the Conditional Use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.

10.
That the establishment of the Conditional Use will not be impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for the predominant uses in the area.

That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive odor, fumes, dust, noise, and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a nuisance, and to control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to neighbors will result.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request for a Conditional Use Permit to cut and fill along a steep slope to gain access to a building site for the purpose of constructing a single family dwelling, is granted with the following conditions:

10. That no work on the driveway or ravine shall commence until the inoperable/unlicensed/junked cars are removed from the property or stored in an enclosed building and the property is in compliance with the County Land Use Ordinance.

2.
That grading, cuts, and fills for the access road shall comply with the attached plans.

3.
Erosion control materials and placement shall comply with the attached plans.  Monitoring and maintenance of erosion control measures must be performed until disturbed areas are re-vegetated.

4. Geotextile fabric shall be used beneath the rip-rap spill as identified on the engineered 
plans.

5. The vertical rise on graded slopes shall not be greater than one foot vertical to three feet 
horizontal as shown on the engineered plans.

6. That silt fences or straw bales must be in place before construction, during construction, and until vegetation is established on the exposed slopes.

7. The slopes protected by the seed blanket shall be planted with a seed mixture acceptable to the Blue Earth County SWCD within 30 days of completion of the construction of the driveway.

8.
All natural vegetation shall be maintained in the undisturbed areas of the bluff.

9. That all work on the driveway must be completed before a construction permit is issued for the property.

Recitals.

(a)
The Internal Revenue Service has issued Section 1.150-2 of the Income Tax Regulations (the “Regulations”) dealing with the issuance of bonds, all or a portion of the proceeds of which are to be used to reimburse the County for project expenditures made by the County prior to the date of issuance.


(b)
The Regulations generally require that the County make a declaration of its official intent to reimburse itself for such prior expenditures out of the proceeds of a subsequently issued series of bonds within 60 days after payment of the expenditures, that the bonds be issued and the reimbursement allocation be made from the proceeds of such bonds within the reimbursement period (as defined in the Regulations), and that the expenditures reimbursed by capital expenditures or costs of issuance of the bonds.


(c)
The County desire to comply with requirements of the Regulations with respect to certain projects hereinafter identified.

Official Intent Declaration.

Other than (i) de minimis amounts permitted to be reimbursed pursuant to Section 1.150-2(f)(1) of the Regulations or (ii) expenditures constituting preliminary expenditures as defined in Section 1.150-2(f)(2) of the Regulations, the County will not seek reimbursement for any original expenditures with respect to the foregoing projects paid more than 60 days prior to the date of adoption of this resolution.  All original expenditures for which reimbursement is sought will be capital expenditures or costs of issuance of the reimbursement bonds.

3.
Budgetary Matters.
As of the date hereof, there are no County funds reserved, pledged, allocated on a long-term basis or otherwise set aside (or reasonably expected to be reserved, pledged, allocated on a long-term basis or otherwise set aside) to provide permanent financing for the original expenditures related to the projects, other than pursuant to the issuance of the reimbursement bonds.  Consequently, it is not expected that the issuance of the reimbursement bonds will result in the creation of any replacement proceeds.

4.
Reimbursement Allocations.
The County’s Financial Officer shall be responsible for making the “reimbursement allocations” described in the Regulations, being generally the transfer of the appropriate amount of proceeds of the reimbursement bonds to reimburse the source of temporary financing used by the County to make payment of the original expenditures relating to the projects.  Each reimbursement allocation shall be made within 30 days of the date of issuance of the reimbursement bonds, shall be evidenced by an entry on the official books and records of the county maintained for the reimbursement bonds and shall specifically identify the original expenditures being reimbursed.
