PLANNING AND ZONING

Mr. Veryl Morrell, Land Use Administrator, Mr. Scott Salsbury, Land Use Planner and Mr. Bill Goebel, Land Use Specialist, presented the following Planning and Zoning items for the Board’s consideration.

Public comments were heard from Mr. Duane Bergemann, Vernon Center Township and Mr. Jason Hall, American Tower Corporation, regarding a request for a Conditional Use Permit to allow construction and operation of a 300 foot tall Guyed Wireless Communications Tower for PCS in Garden City Township.

Mr. Duane Bergemann, owner of a small private airstrip in Section 10, Vernon Center Township expressed opposition to the proposed 300' PCS tower location.  Mr. Bergemann advised that the proposed tower location was less than a mile from his private airstrip.  He advised that his airstrip is licensed by the State of Minnesota as a private commercial airport.  Mr. Bergemann advised that he advertises and sponsors fly-in breakfasts and auctions at his facility.  The airstrip is open to the traveling public to attend these functions.  Mr. Bergemann asked the Board to deny the Conditional Use Permit based on his concern that the proximity of the tower would endanger private airplanes circling to make final approach to his landing strip, or those aircraft making GPS approaches to the airstrip under adverse weather conditions.  

Following consideration of testimony, Commissioner McLaughlin moved and Commissioner Bennett seconded the motion to continue the public hearing until 6:15 p.m. on October 10, 2000 to allow staff time to explore the issues further with the FAA. The motion carried.  2000-357

The Project Representative shall have the authority to represent the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners in all Project matters that do not specifically require action by the County Board of Commissioners.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Blue Earth County Board that, as Loan Sponsor, the Blue Earth County Board enters into the Minnesota Clean Water Partnership Project Implementation Loan Agreement along with Watonwan County, as Project Sponsor, and the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency to conduct implementation of the Watonwan Watershed Clean Water Partnership Project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners that County Commissioner Colleen Landkamer, be authorized to execute the Minnesota Clean Water Partnership Project Implementation Loan Agreement for the above referenced Project on behalf of the Blue Earth County Board as Loan Sponsor.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners that Environmental Service Department Director, Scott Fichtner, be authorized to execute loan disbursement requests for the above reference project to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency on behalf of the Board.
