Project Description
The applicant owns a 10 acre parcel that consists of a few outbuildings, a 120 animal unit
feedlot and existing home. The existing home is currently 105 feet from the centerline of
State highway 30 and 255 feet from the neighbor’s feedlot. The proposed additions would
be would be to the West of the existing home. As a result, the applicant is requesting a
variance to reduce the setback to 105 feet from the centerline of the road and reduce the
setback from feedlot to dwelling to 255 feet. '

Adjacent Land Use, ¥4 mile

North: Crop land, One Residence, One Feedlot (32 AU) and State Hwy 30
South: Crop land

East: Crop land

West: Crop land, two residences and State Hwy 22

County Land Use Ordinance ' -
Sec. 24-113. (b) Front yard regulations. There shall be a front yard setback in the A
district of 130 feet from the centerline of all federal, state, county and county-state aid
highways, except for divided highways which shall be 100 feet from the highway right-
of-way line. There shall be a front yard setback of not less than 65 feet from the
centerline of all other public rights-of-way and private roads. Where a lot is located at the
intersection of two or more roads or highways, there shall be a front yard setback from
each road or highway abutting the comer lot. Accessory buildings are not allowed within
the required front yard.
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Sec. 6-144. Feedlot-dwelling setback.

The setback requirements for a dwelling and a feedlot are mutual. The distance between a
feedlot and a dwelling is measured from the nearest wall of any confinement building, the
nearest edge of any manure storage structure, or the nearest fence line of any open
confinement lot to the nearest wall of a dwelling. The feedlot-dwelling setback is
established as follows:

1) Feedlots, ten--50 animal units, 500 feet.

Section 24-47, Subp. (d) 1-a, states that "the Board of Adjustments has the power to
vary or modify the strict application of this chapter in cases in which there are practical
difficulties or unnecessary hardships in the way of such strict application; no variance or
modification of the uses permitted within a district shall be allowed, except as otherwise
provided in this chapter."”

Applicant’s Statement of Practical Difficulty\Hardship
The applicant’s existing home is already 105 feet from the centerline of State Hwy 30
and already 255 feet from the neighbor’s feedlot. The proposed addition will not protrude
any closer to the highway or to the feedlot than the existing home already is.

Township Review
The applicant has been in contact with the township. At the time that this report was

prepared no comments were received.

Findings of Fact Supporting an Area Variance

An area of variance may be granted only where the strict enforcement of county zoning controls
will result in “practical difficulty”. A determination that a “practical difficult” exists is based
upon the consideration of the following criteria as defined by the Minnesota Supreme Court in In
re the Matter of the Decision of County of Otter Tail Board of Adjustment to Deny a Variance to
Cyril Stadsvold and Cynara Stadsvold.

1. Is the Request a substantial variation from the intent of the zoning ordinance? Why or
why not? :

2. Will the request have an adverse effect on government services? Why or why not?

3. Will the requested variance effect a substantial change in the character of the
neighborhood or will it result in a substantial detriment to neighboring properties? Why
or why not?
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4. Ts there a feasible method to alleviate the practical difficulty without need of a variance?
(Economic considerations play a role in the analysis under this factor) Why or why not?

5. How did the practical difficulty occur? Did the landowner create the need for the
variance? Explain.

6. Inlight of all of the above factors, would denying a variance serve the interests of
justice? Why or why not?

Recommendations

Staff recommends approval of the request to reduce the required centerline setback from 130
feet to 105 feet and the required feedlot to dwelling setback from 500 to 255 feet for the purpose
of constructing a new home with the following conditions:

1. That the applicant shall obtain a construction permit for the proposed construction.

2. New septic system installed in conjunction with construction and completed within 12
months of building permit application.
