Request
To convert an existing swine farrowing facility into swine nursery and finishing
expanding an existing feedlot. The proposed expansion will increase the number of
animal units from 377 to 600. No new construction is proposed.

LAND USE INFORMATION
Location
The North half or the Southwest Quarter of Section 11, Lyra Township.

Zoning
The existing feedlot is located in the Agricultural Zoning District. The feedlot meets the
minimum standards for all setbacks and lot area.

Land Use Plan
The Conditional Use is consistent with the goals and policies established in the Blue
Earth County Land Use Plan for the Agricultural Zoning District.

Existing Land Use, 72 Mile

North: County Road 10, one residence and cropland.
Northwest: County Road 10, one residence and cropland.
South: Cropland

East: Cropland and one residence.

West: Cropland and 557™ Ave, a Township Road.

GENERAL SITE DESCRIPTION

Descrlptlon of Existing and Proposed Facility
The existing feedlot facility is permitted for 681 head of swine breedmg stock and 2,100
nursery pigs or 377 animal units and includes five total confinement barns with
reinforced concrete manure storage pits located beneath the barns. The applicant is
proposing to convert the breeding and gestation facilities and the farrowing facilities over
to a combination of nursery and finishing pigs. Once converted, the site will include a
total of 2,400 nursery pigs and 1,200 grow/finish pigs for a total of 600 animal units.
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Access Road
Access to and from the site is provided by County Road 10. No additional access point is
proposed.

MANURE MANAGEMENT
Manure Management Plan
The applicant has a manure management plan in place and has worked with a certified
crop advisor for a number of years.

Method of Manure Application
Manure from this site will be applied to agricultural fields by injection and when needed
spread on the surface.

NATURAL RESOURCES INFORMATION
Predominate Soils
Shorewood Series: The soils are moderately well drained. And the depth to the
seasonal high water table is from 3 to 5 feet.

Marna Series: The soils are moderately well drained. And the depth to the seasonal
high water table is from 1 to 3 feet.

Rivers, Streams, Lakes or Ditches
There are no rivers, streams, lakes, ditches or wetlands located within 1,000 feet from the
site.

Flood plain
The feedlot is not located in a flood plain.

Shoreland
The feedlot is not located in the Shoreland District.

Depth to Bedrock
Depth to the bedrock is approximately 200 feet, according to the Geologic Atlas.

Well
An existing well serves the feedlot facility.

Potential for Run-Off
The potential for run-off from total confinement barns is minimal.

That the proposed use conforms to the county land use plan.

That facilities are provided to eliminate any traffic congestion or traffic hazard which may
result from the proposed use. ,
That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in
the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.

That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly
development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for predominant uses in the
area.

That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive odors,
fumes, dust, noise and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a nuisance, and to
control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to neighboring
properties will result.

13. (NA) That the density of proposed residential development is not greater than the density of

the surrounding neighborhood or not greater than the density indicated by the applicable
zoning district.

14. (NA) That the intensity of proposed commercial or industrial development is not greater than

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RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approval for Conditional Use Permit PC 07-09 to convert breeding /
gestation and farrowing facilities over to a combination of nursery and finishing pigs,
increasing the number of animal units to 600, contingent upon the following conditions:

That the feedlot conforms to the site plan attached to this report PC 07-09.

That the feedlot be located on a single, legally described parcel consisting of a minimum of
10 contiguous acres. The parcel shall be a parcel of record, properly recorded in the Blue
Earth County Land Records Office.

That the applicant obtains an updated Blue Earth County Feedlot Permit.

If required by the Department of Natural Resources, the applicant shall obtain a DNR
“Water Appropriations Permit” before any animals are placed in the barn.

That application of manure is on the land documented in the aerial photos included in the
State of Minnesota Application for Construction and Operation of an animal feedlot. The
application of manure shall comply with standards set forth by the MPCA. This plan must
be reviewed by the operator each year and updated each year and adjusted for any changes
in the amount of manure production, manure nutrient test results, fields available for
receiving manure, crop rotations, or other practices which affect the available nutrient
amounts or crop nutrient needs on fields receiving manure as required by the MPCA.
Records of manure application shall be maintained as required by the MPCA. Manure
application setback standards for the fields on which the manure is applied shall be
followed as required by the MPCA and the County.

That the disposal of dead animals be consistent with the Minnesota Board of Animal
Health regulations.

If and when rendering is used as a mortality disposal the applicant shall provide an
enclosed location for the pick up.

That adequate measures be taken to minimize or control offensive odor, fumes, dust, noise,
or vibrations so that none of these will constitute a nuisance.
