To construct three additional total confinement swine nursery bams with dimensions of
41 ft x 124 ft at an existing feedlot.

LAND USE INFORMATION
Location
West % of the SE Y4 of Section 29, Lyra Township.

Zoning
The feedlot is located in the Agricultural Zoning District. The feedlot meets the
minimum standards for all setbacks and lot area.

Land Use Plan
The Conditional Use is consistent with the goals and policies established in the Blue

Earth County Land Use Plan for the Agricultural Zoning District.

Existing Land Use, %: Mile
North: Cropland

South: Cropland, one residence to the SE at approximately 1,800 feet and a
feedlot with a residence to the SW at approximately 2,000 feet.

East: Cropland

West: Cropland

Description of Existing Facility and Proposed Expansion
The existing facility consists of one total confinement swine barn measuring 36 feet x
100 feet housing 460 finishing pigs or 184 animal units. The applicant’s are proposing
to add three total confinement swine nursery barns measuring 41 feet by 124 feet.
Each will house 1,200 nursery pigs. If permitted, the total number of animal units will
increase to 364. Manure and wash water from power washing the pens is stored in
reinforced concrete storage pits located beneath each barn. The applicant currently
uses rendering pickup for mortality disposal.

Access Road
An existing driveway provides access to and from 137" Street, a Township Road. No

change is proposed to this access.
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MANURE MANAGEMENT — A manure management plan that meets MPCA requirements
has been submitted by the applicant.

Manure Storage Capacity of Each Proposed Pit
Manure Storage Capacity: 255,000 gallons
Storage Capacity (240 days required): 365+ days provided

Method of Manure Application
Manure from this site will be and applied to agricultural fields by injection. When
necessary, the manure may be surface applied.

NATURAL RESOURCES INFORMATION

Predominate Soils
Guckeen Series:
Nearly level to gently undulating soils with a depth to the seasonal high water table of 3
to S feet.

Kamrar Series:
Gently sloping soils with a depth to the seasonal high water table greater than 6 feet.

Rivers, Streams, Lakes or Ditches
There are no rivers, streams, lakes, ditches or wetlands within 1,000 feet of the proposed
barn.

Flood Plain
The proposed facility is not located in a flood plain.

Tile Inlets
There are open tile intakes located within 1,000 feet of the proposed barns.

Depth to Bedrock
Depth to the bedrock is approximately 200 feet, according to the Geologic Atlas for
Blue Earth County.

Well
A new well will likely be drilled to serve the existing and proposed barns and will be
located a minimum of 100 feet from the barns. -

Potential for Run-Off
The potential for run off from a total confinement barn is minimal.

Lyra Township Review — In an e-mail dated February 13, 2009, the Lyra Township Clerk

indicated that the applicant’s had presented their request to the Township Board and that the
Board was not opposed to the request.
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Environmental Health Review — The request has been reviewed by Blue Earth County
Environmental Health staff. No concern was expressed with the proposal with the exception
that the proposed well be located a minimum of 100 feet from all existing and proposed
livestock barns.

That the proposed use conforms to the éounty land use plan.

That the proposed use will not degrade the water quality of the county.

That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive
odors, fumes, dust, noise and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a
nuisance, and to control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no
disturbance to neighboring properties will result.
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RECOMMENDATION .

Staff recommends approval for Conditional Use Permit PC 10-09 to construct three total
confinement swine barns at an existing feedlot increasing the number of animal units to 364,
contingent upon the following conditions:

1.  That the total confinement barn conforms to the site plan attached to this report PC 10-
09.

2. That the feedlot be located on a single, legally described parcel consisting of a minimum
of ten contiguous acres. The parcel shall be a parcel of record, properly recorded in the
Blue Earth County Land Records Office.

3.  That the applicant must obtain a Blue Earth County Feedlot Permit before any animals
are placed in the barn.

4.  That the applicant obtains a Blue Earth County Construction Permit and an MPCA
Construction Short Form Permit before building begins and within one year from the
date the County Board of Commissioners approves the Conditional Use Permit. The
permit shall be rendered invalid if application for a Construction Permit is not made
within this one year period. Time extensions for Conditional Use Permits must be
obtained from the County Board of Commissioners subsequent to a public hearing
conducted by the Planning Commission. '

5.  Ifrequired by the Department of Natural Resources, the applicant shall obtain a DNR
“Water Appropriations Permit” before any animals are placed in the barn.

6.  That a perimeter footing drain tile be located at or below the bottom of the pit footings.
The footing tile shall include one inspection pipe for each concrete pit. The native
materials must be excavated and walls back filled with granular material (pit run gravel
or equivalent). Exceptions to this may only include specific design standards submitted
by the design engineer of the manure storage structure.

7.  That application of manure is on the land documented in the aerial photos included in
the State of Minnesota Application for Construction and Operation of an animal feedlot.
The application of manure shall comply with standards set forth by the MPCA. This
plan must be reviewed by the operator each year and updated each year and adjusted for
any changes in the amount of manure production, manure nutrient test results, fields
available for receiving manure, crop rotations, or other practices which affect the
available nutrient amounts or crop nutrient needs on fields receiving manure as required
by the MPCA. Records of manure application shall be maintained as required by the
MPCA. Manure application setback standards for the fields on which the manure is
applied shall be followed as required by the MPCA and the County.

8.  That the disposal of dead animals be consistent with the Minnesota Board of Animal
Health regulations.

If and when rendering is used as a mortality disposal the applicant shall provide an
enclosed location for the pick up. ‘

That adequate measures be taken to minimize or control offensive odor, fumes, dust,
noise, or vibrations so that none of these will constitute a nuisance.

That all manure storage structures must be designed by a registered engineer. A copy of
the designed plans and soil investigation report must be submitted to Blue Earth County
Environmental Services prior to the issuance of a construction permit.

That the applicant will furnish a final construction report to Environmental Services
verifying that the concrete manure storage structure was constructed per approved
engineered design plan within 60 days of completion of any new or modified manure
storage area. Said construction report shall be signed by the design engineer.

That the applicant complies with the storm-water control requirements established by
the MPCA.

That all exposed earthen surfaces be seeded into grass or utilized as crop acreage.

That if shower, restroom or laundry facilities are added, such facilities shall conform to
SSTS standards and be permitted by Blue Earth County Environmental Services.

That if water needs dictate a new or additional well for the facility, construction of the
new well shall be done by a licensed well contractor under permit by Blue Earth County
Environmental Services.
