The organization shall be known as the Blue Earth County Envirohimental Services

Advisory Committee (hereafter referred to as the Advisory Committee)

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Article Ill.  PURPOSE Tl
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The purpose of the Advisory Committee'shall biéfo provide advice and make
recommendations to the Environmental Services ‘Départmenit on environmental
matters. This would include establishment,_implementation and administration of
environmental programs in Blue Earth County. Examples include: a-comprehensive
solid waste managetient planning, waste reduction, recycling, regulation of solid waste
and meeting the requirements of the Minnesota Waste Reduction and Recycling Act

(SCORE), water planning, land use regulation, water quality and air quality issues.

Department may be cause for removal from the Advisory Committee.
